1．Number of Students to be Accepted

2．Date of Entrance

3．Eligibility
Eligible applicants will meet all of the following requirements.

1. The applicants are international students.

2. The applicants will have completed a bachelor’s degree by September 30, 2015 at a university that has an international exchange program with the Graduate School of Economics, Kobe University (hereinafter referred to as the “Partner University”).
3. The applicants are recommended by the President of the Partner University or the Dean of the Faculty that the applicants are expected to graduate from.

4. The applicant guarantees to join the program if they pass the entrance examination.

4． Application Procedures
(1) How to Apply

○The documents listed in Table 1 must be submitted by registered mail and received until the application deadline by the Academic/Student Affairs Office of the Graduate School of Economics, Kobe University.

○Please write on the front of the envelope in red, “Application documents enclosed”.

○The applicant will be notified by e-mail when the application documents have been received.

	Examination Fee (30,000 yen) 

Applicants must pay 30,000 yen into the bank account of Kobe University. The due date for payment is April 23, 2015 (JST). The method of payment is described below:

The applicant must send an e-mail to the Academic/Student Affairs Office of the Graduate School of Economics, Kobe University after April 10, 2015. The applicant’s name and contact information should be specified in the e-mail.

5．Selection Process

Applicants will be screened with academic transcripts and the following examination.

Interview

Applicants will be interviewed mainly about their research proposal by e-mail or online interviews. 
6．Time and Date of Interviews
The time and date of the interview will be announced to the applicant at a later date.

7．Examination Results

A letter of acceptance will be sent to successful applicants by mail in late May, 2015. We do not answer e-mail or telephone inquiries.

Forms and documents needed for enrollment procedures will be mailed to successful applicants together with a letter of acceptance. 

9． Fees
The Entrance and Tuition Fees for the Academic year 2014 (subject to change after Academic year 2015) are outlined below.

If tuition fees change during the term of enrollment at Kobe University, the applicant will be required to pay the revised fees.

(1) Entrance Fee:　282,000 yen
(2) Tuition Fee:　535,800 yen/year, 267,900 yen/semester

10．Special Notes
(1)Application documents will not be returned to the applicant for any reason.

(2)The examination fee is non-refundable.

(3)Any falsification of information in application documents may lead to non-admission, or dismissal after admission.

11.  Handling of Personal Information at Kobe University 

1.　Kobe University will keep the confidentiality of personal information according to guidelines such as the “Guidelines on the Management of Personal Information Held by Kobe University” and strictly comply with laws such as the “Act on the Protection of Personal Information Held by Independent Administrative Agencies, etc.’’
2． Personal information such as the grades of the entrance examinations will be used for the admissions procedure (such as the selection of applicants), the announcement of successful applicants, enrollment procedures, and for the purpose of improving the admissions procedure in the future.

3.  For the students who enroll, the personal information provided in the application documents will be used for various procedures of assisting students (e.g., health management, tuition exemption, and scholarship application), as well as for various educational purposes such as academic guidance, tuition-related operations, and other related operations.
4.  Kobe University entrusts some parts of its administrative procedures to third parties. In such cases, we will give them the minimum information necessary and instruct them to strictly comply with the personal information confidentiality regulations.
