APPLICATION PROCEDURE

· All applications must be received by June 17, 2013.
· If your application is successful, we will e-mail you a registration contract which must be signed and sent back by e-mail and by post together with the first instalment (about 20% of the yearly tuition fees).Then, you will receive a letter of pre- acceptance which will enable you to apply for a student visa at the French Embassy in your country of residence.
· Please also check whether it is preferable to apply for a Hungarian visa in your country of residence or once you have arrived in France. If you’ll be applying for a Hungarian visa from France, please make sure your passport is valid for at least 6 months after the period of stay in Hungary.
· Each registered student is expected to arrive on time for the welcome days. Delay in arrival can entail cancellation of admission.
· Tuition fees for 2013-2014 are 8100 €.
